Con-artists
may call, e-mail or come to your home, present themselves as government
officials, tell you that you must have health insurance or go to jail, and
describe policies they are selling as “ObamacCare” Insurance. There is no
such thing as “ObamaCare” coverage.

Ways to protect yourself from insurance scams:

e Become familiar with the main requirements of the health care reform law.
